Best Student Practices for Installing GDP (Windows XP and Windows Vista).

Read this before installing GDP:

	
	· Close all open programs including email, browser windows, and virus software.

	
	· Do not change defaults (program or data storage location) during installation unless specifically instructed to do so by your instructor.

	
	· Make sure the log-on name entered into the Home installation of GDP initially exactly matches the name your instructor used in Instructor Management on the Campus version of GDP and the IMWS including matching the case.

	
	· Make sure the e-mail address you entered into the Home installation of GDP matches exactly the e-mail address your instructor used in Instructor Management on the Campus version of GDP and the IMWS.

	
	· If you use GDP on campus, make sure the log-on password (if used) entered into the Campus installation of GDP matches exactly the password used to log into the Student Web Site (if used), including matching the case.

	
	· Perform a Live Update! Do not skip this step or you will be working with an incorrect version of GDP. Click here to troubleshoot any Live Update installation issues. On the Tips & FAQs page, click FAQs, Installation and Operation, for a detailed explanation of the Live Update feature. If you are on the Internet when you launch GDP for the first time, log-on to the Internet, click Help, Live Update, and follow the prompts to download the latest version of GDP.

	
	· Verify you have the correct version of Word® selected under Options, Settings, Word Processor. If you change this setting, restart GDP.

	
	· Under Options, Personal Information, Your initials, type in your correct reference initials (lowercase, no spaces, no periods, and no parentheses) and click OK. Type these exact initials for any documents requiring reference initials, such as correspondence.


Installing GDP at Home 
Quick Start: Next; I accept the terms of the license agreement, Next; Next; Next; Next; Finish.
· Place the GDP Home Version CD into the CD-ROM drive. The installer automatically launches after a few seconds. 
Note: If the install program does not launch automatically, from the Windows menu, click Start, Run. In the Run window, type x:\setup (replace "x:" with the letter for your CD-ROM drive, which is probably "d:"). Click OK. 
· From the Welcome screen, click Next. 

· From the License Agreement, click I accept the terms of the license agreement; click Next. 

· From the Select Destination Location screen, accept C:\GDPHOME; click Next. 

· From the Select Student Data Location screen, accept Save student data on other media to store your work in a data directory on your computer's hard drive or on other removable media such as a USB drive; click Next. 

· From the Select Student Data Path screen, accept C:\GDPDATA; click Next.
Note: Do not save your data on a floppy disk because your disk will fill up and a floppy drive is very slow.
· From the Install Complete screen, click Finish. An Irwin Keyboarding program [image: image4.jpg]!GDP Home



group opens with this shortcut. 
· Right-click the icon and send a shortcut to your Windows Desktop. 

· Make sure you have an Internet connection and then launch GDP. You will be prompted to do a Live Update—make sure you perform the Live Update to ensure that your version of GDP is current and functioning properly.

Working on Campus and at Home 

Do this each time you finish working on campus or at home (or any second location) to send your work to me and to yourself at the Student Web site:

In GDP, Upload Quick Start: Upload; Upload work completed since your last update; Upload Work to Student Upload Web Site; Browse (browse to desired location to save the .EXP  file; at LACC, save file on Desktop), Store the Upload File; right-click in the Browse box, Paste, Upload.
If you install GDP at home, you need to import the work you did at LACC before starting to work. Importing your work is the first step you should take when you arrive home and the first step you should take when returning to campus. You begin by downloading your work from the Student Web site. Skip this if you work only on campus.
Do this when you arrive at home or on campus:
At the Student Web site, Download Grades Quick Start: Log in at the Student Web Site (http://gdpstudent.mhhe.com); click Download Grades tab; Download Grades; Save, browse to desired destination, Save, Close.
In GDP, Import Quick Start: File, Import Student Data; in the Look In box, click the list arrow, browse to your .EXP file (which has your first and last name), and click it; click Import. [image: image1][image: image2][image: image3]
